What's your answer?

The Ag Reserve is 93000 acres set aside for Agriculture purposes. The Reserve is home to 558
farmland, One house per 25 acres. This rural landscape in Montgomery County is enjoyed by hikers,
tourists, and many of our families in Montgomery County. It is important that this area is preserved but
could be used for future smart road constructions and as a location for affordable housing. Also
could be used to install 5G cell towers to improve cell receptions for those who use the reserve for
recreation.

What is your vision for the future of the County's Agricultural Reserve? Briefly, how would you
achieve that vision?
