 Create publications (including interactive on-line versions) of such as the poplar Ag Guide:  Explore 

that serve as invaluable tools aimed at bringing residents to the Reserve and the Reserve to 

residents. 

 

 Educate our political representatives and the region’s residents about the critical need for a vital, 

working landscape and open space preservation within the Reserve. 

 

 Collaborate with the County, business community and other stakeholders to create a means to 

bolster greater food production, while creating business opportunity, jobs and a means to feed the 

growing number of area residents in need. 

 

 Help create a Montgomery County Food Council aimed at building a strong, sustainable food 

system. 

 

 Promote awareness and protection of the Reserve’s natural resources, including the federally 

designated Sole Source Aquifer, the only source of potable water for much of the County’s rural 

communities. 

 

 Monitor and weigh in on the County’s comprehensive zoning code (which includes the Reserve) re-

write and important legislative initiatives including forest conservation. 

 

 Press forward with a formal County rural schools’ policy that will ensure that Reserve 

communities are not penalized because they have been preserved and are small, by design. 

 

 Produce a full length film showcasing the Reserve:  Growing Legacy on Metro's Edge.
